Rights, Obligations And Dues Of International Chapters

Pursuant to Article III, Section 24 of the NECA Bylaws, the Executive Committee may at its discretion grant charters to International Chapters of electrical contractors. The Executive Committee may also determine the rights, obligations and dues for such International Chapters. Accordingly, the Executive Committee has adopted the following policies with regard to International Chapters.

1.
Any organization whose purposes are substantially similar to those of NECA, and which represents members engaged in the business of electrical contracting and located outside the United States of American or its Territories may apply for a charter of affiliation as an International Chapter. Such organization shall submit an application signed by its officers on a form designated by the Executive Committee.

2.
Upon acceptance of the application, the Executive Committee will grant a charter of affiliation. Such organization will be designated as an International Chapter of NECA and will be listed as such in NECA’s membership roster. The charter shall specify a designated territory to which the International Chapter is granted jurisdiction. The designated territory of NECA International Chapters may coincide when a national association and a state or local association are both NECA International Chapters.

3.
An International Chapter of NECA shall be granted rights substantially equal to other chartered chapters of NECA except the right to participate in the governance of NECA. Specifically, an International Chapter shall have the following rights:


a.
Use of the designation “International Chapter, National Electrical Contractors Association” or “International Chapter, NECA” along with use of NECA’s trademarks and logo.


b.
Receipt of regular mailings of NECA’s magazine (Electrical Contractor), weekly newsletter (NECA News) and Chapter Alert (The Alert is an exclusive newsletter to NECA chapters sent approximately twice per month. Many of the Alerts are accompanied by free sample copies of new NECA publications.)


c.
Right to purchase additional copies of any of NECA’s publications at member rates (exclusive of shipping costs). The bulk purchase of NECA publications or the rights to republish such materials for distribution to electrical contractors and other entities within its jurisdiction shall be negotiated between the International Chapter and NECA.


d.
Right of the members of the International Chapter to attend NECA’s annual convention at member registration fees.


e.
Right of the International Chapter’s staff executives (general secretary, executive director or other similar position) to attend NECA’s annual Association Executive Institute.


f.
Right of an International Chapter to designate a delegate (who shall be a contractor member) to be seated at NECA’s Board of Governors meeting. Such delegate shall have the right to speak at such meeting but shall not have the right to vote on any matter.

4.
The obligations regarding affiliation of chapters stated in Bylaws Article III, Sections 3-14 and Sections 18-23 shall not apply to International Chapters.

5.
The granting of charter of affiliation to an International Chapter shall not prevent direct membership in NECA by an individual electrical contractor.

6.
The annual dues for an International Chapter shall be $500 (U.S.) Per calendar year payable by February 1 of each year.
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
