If there is ever a time when our collective voice needs to be
heard in Washington it is in this all-important mid-term
election year. Many of the legislative proposals put forward
in 2009, such as health care and “cap and trade” energy
policy, threaten the profitability of NECA contractors.

Among NECA’s legislative priorities are policies aimed at
job creation, pension relief, reducing the estate tax, elimi-
nating withholding on government projects, and closing a
loophole that allows employers to misclassify employees
as independent contractors. NECA will oppose legislation
to reform our immigration system that could hold con-
tractors liable for the hiring practices of subcontractors.

Through your participation during these critical days in
May, we can hope to advance these issues on behalf of our
industry.

Participants in the Conference will take part in issue
briefings and engage with Members of Congress and
Washington insiders while gaining a unique perspective on
the legislative process. All registrants have the opportu-
nity to meet with legislative leaders in their offices and at
our Congressional Reception.

NECA’s legislative conference is about
policy, not partisanship. Speakers from
both sides of the political aisle allow
participants to gain a greater under-
standing of what to expect when meet-
ing with Members of Congress.With
prepared position papers and prepara-
tory meetings putting forth the neces-
sary talking points, NECA staff will
ensure all participants are able to
communicate like a pro.
